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GUIDANCE AND COUNSELING CENTER SERVICES

Guidance and counseling services are available in grades 9 through 12. Thereis a full-time counselor in the
Guidance and Counseling Center to assist students with their academic, career, and personal, social
decisions.

Content of personal counseling sessions are held confidential. Confidentiality will be breached if there was
imminent danger or harm to that student or someone else, at which time the proper authorities will be
contacted (1E: parents, social worker, police, etc.)

Services provided by the Guidance and Counseling program are for ALL students.
The Counselor is available to every student who wishes to discuss such matters as career planning,
educational planning, persona growth, and social development.

The Guidance and Counseling Center provides assistance to students and parents through a variety of
activities which include:

1) Individual, group and crisis counseling

2) Development of prevention and intervention plans

3) High school course selection and scheduling

4) Career/college information services

5) Parent/teacher conferences (available by appointment)

6) Testing and placement

7) Coordination with community agencies, and

8) Transcript and record-keeping activities.

In addition to individualized counseling, materials are available in both the Guidance and

Counseling Center and the Library concerning areas of occupation or educational information. The Ohio
Career Information Systems (OCIS) is available for any student interested in utilizing a computer-based
program to assist in appropriate career and educational options.

As ahigh school student, individuals assume the responsibility of seeking the assistance needed through
this process. Students are given the opportunity of becoming independent young adults in order to become
responsible citizens of the community.

Rootstown High School complies with applicable laws prohibiting discrimination on the
basis of race, religion, national origin, sex, age and disability.



SCHEDULING PROCEDURESAND POLICIES

When a student makes his or her course selections, it is understood that the student wishes to take those
classes selected. We will try to get each student the courses requested.

Each time an adjustment is made to schedules other students are affected.

We are very reluctant, therefore, to change schedules or course selections after schedules have been
completed. Please, plan your future carefully and choose your courses wisely.

Remember that students must maintain six (6) periods of classes on an eight (8) period day.

We will not consider a change in a student schedule after the 2nd Friday of the semester unless a unique
circumstance arises for such a consideration. These include:

1. ACADEMIC HARDSHIP - A student is determined to lack adequate requirements of the class at this
time. Communication is required between student, parent and school counselor.

2. PHYSICAL DISABILITY-A student has been medically excused or has an extended illness that would
necessitate areview of his’/her schedule. It may be in the student's best interest to reduce the credit load to
salvage required course credits. Communication is required between the student, parent and school
counselor

3. IMPAIRED MENTAL/EMOTIONAL STATUS- If astudent is experiencing an atypical situation
communication between the principal, school counselor and school psychologist will investigate the
severity of the situation in relation to his/her schedule. It may be in the student's best interest to revise
higher schedule.

4. SCHEDULING OPPORTUNITY -If an original selection was closed and becomes available in the
proceeding semester, a student may have the opportunity to drop the alternate class to secure the original
selection. Communication is required between the student, parent, and school counselor

5. FAILING A REQUIRED CLASS-If astudent failsa course that is required for graduation, the student
may drop an elective classin order to have time to retake the required course he/she failed. Communication
isrequired between the student, parent and school counselor.

In any other situation, only the principal may grant a class drop. If arequest by a parent is approved by the
principal, awithdrawal "F" will result.



GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Requirements for graduation from high school include earning 21 units of credit in grade 9 through 12 or
any course work taken below grade 9 for high school credit.

The requirements are as follows:

Credit received for courses not completed at Rootstown High School will be at the discretion of the high
school principal and the high school counselor.

Credit may be earned at an accredited postsecondary institution.

CORE CURRICULUM FOR COLLEGE PREPARATIONIN OHIO

A student who is planning to attend a 4-year college or university and be accepted with unconditional status
should plan to take these courses. These courses are designed to prepare students for required course work
at the undergraduate level:

4 YearsEnglish

3 Credits Mathematics (Algebra 1, Geometry, Algebra 2)

3 Credits Social Studies

3 Credits Science (Gen. Science, Biology, Chemistry, Physics)

2-3 Credits Foreign Language (3 credits preferred)

1 Credit Fine Arts - Music Visual/Art

A student who does not meet these requirements may be accepted into a college or university with
conditional status and may need to take additional developmental coursesto prepare them for an
undergraduate degree program.

EARLY GRADUATION

This program provides an option for students who will have met the requirements for graduation. Early
graduation will be effective no earlier than the end of the first semester of the regularly scheduled senior
year. Academic transcripts will be available at this time, but graduation diplomas will not be issued until

commencement ceremonies at the end of the regular school year. To be eligible, a student must apply
through the Guidance and Counseling Center by the first Monday in June of their junior year. Students
must indicate their preference toward participating in a formal commencement ceremony by the end of the
1st 9-week period. If a student chooses not to participate in commencement, he/she may receive a diploma
at alater date.

Students who are eligible and desire early graduation may pick up application forms from the Guidance and
Counseling Center.

STUDENTS MAY ATTEND MAPLEWOOD AREA JOINT VOCATIONAL SCHOOL DURING THE
JUNIOR AND SENIOR YEAR.

PROCEDURES FOR THESE PROGRAMS ARE OBTAINED THROUGH THE GUIDANCE AND
COUNSELING CENTER.

When a student has been accepted into atechnical program at the vocational schooal, that student may not
return to Rootstown until the 2nd week of school has been completed, the end of the first semester or the
end of the school year....... with the approval of both Maplewood and home school.

Students returning to Rootstown High School must:

1. Fill out the proper paperwork from the Maplewood Career Center INCLUDING the

Rootstown High School principal's signature.

2. Return the completed paperwork to the Maplewood Guidance Office.

3. Upon approval, students will be assigned a return date by the Rootstown High School

principal.



GIFTED EDUCATION AND IDENTIFICATION

The Board of Education shall ensure that procedures are established to identify all gifted students. The
District follows the identification eligibility criteria as specified in Section 3324.03 of the Ohio Revised
Code and the Ohio Rule for the Identification and Services for Children Who Are Gifted as specified in the
District plan.

"Gifted" students perform or show potential for performing at remarkably high levels of accomplishment
when compared to others of their age, experience or environment. Annually, children who are gifted are
identified by professionally qualified persons using a variety of assessment procedures. The Board
encourages efforts to provide services for the children who are gifted as an integral part of the total
kindergarten through grade 12 program. For more information on Gifted Education and Identification,
please contact the Guidance Center.

INTERVENTION ASSISTANCE TEAM

The purpose of the Intervention Assistance Team (IAT) processis to provide assistance and support to at-
risk students and their classroom teachers. At-risk students are those identified as having academic, medical
or behavioral difficultiesthat interfere with their learning. The Intervention Assistance Team responds to
requests for assistance from teachers or parents. The team aids in the intervention process and formulates
educational decisions deemed appropriate for the individuals.

SPECIAL EDUCATION PROGRAMSMULTI-FACTORED EVALUATIONS
(MEFE)/INDIVIDUAL EDUCATION PLANS(IEP)

When a student does not make progressin aregular education program and has sought assi stance through
the Intervention Assistance Team, he or she may be referred for a screening and/or a multi-factored
evaluation to determine if he/she is eligible for Special Education Services.

Before a multi-factored evaluation can be completed, a recommendation and completed referral packet
must come from the Intervention Assistance Team and parental permission forms must be signed. In order
for a student to qualify for Special Education services and programs information from the multi-factored
evaluation must determine if there is an educational need, in what area the educational need exists and if
the student meets the qualifications of a specific handicapping condition. A student may qualify for Special
Education programs and services with the following handicapping conditions:

Specific Learning Disabled (SLD) Developmentally Handicapped (DH)
Speech or Language Impaired (SI) Multiple Disabilities (MD)
Deaf-Blindness (DB) Hearing Impaired (HI)

Visually Impaired (V1) Orthopedic Impairment (Ol)

Other Health Impairment (OHI) Emotional Disturbance (ED)

Autism (AU) Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI)

Multi-factored evaluations may include intelligence/cognitive tests, academic achievement tests, classroom
observations, interviews with parents and school staff, in addition to other tests needed to provide
information regarding the functioning of the student. Parents are encouraged to provide a devel opmental
and medical history of the student including any condition that might affect the student's ability to learn.
Parents and school personnel are responsible for making decisions regarding eligibility and placement. The
booklet, "Whose IDEA Is This?", further describes the eval uation and decision-making process used by
schools, as well asthe digibility for placement in Special Education Programs.



Students who qualify for Special Education programming are required to have an Individualized Education
Plan (1EP), developed by parents and school personnel. The |EP includes instructional objectivesto be
carried out in the educational setting. These objectives are in one or more academic areas and are
constructed to help students with disabilities make satisfactory achievement in their classes. Services and
placement are determined by the education team, which includes parents, at an |EP meeting.

BULLETIN FOR STUDENT-ATHLETES

ROOTSTOWN HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
All athletes must meet OHSAA requirements, and maintain a 1.5 GPA or higher.

In order to participate, a player must be in school at least five (5) periods the day of the contest, game,
meet, match or performance.

Athletes must also meet this criterion when games, meets, matches or contests fall on a weekend. The
attendance from the last day of school (i.e. Friday attendance for a Saturday activity) will count toward
their eligibility.

Exceptions to this would be a written doctor's note, funeral, documented court appearance, approved Senior
early release, school-related activity, approved college visit or other reasons approved by the Principal.
Athletes must be in attendance a minimum of five (5) entire class periods on non-game/contest daysin
order to participate in any practices.

Athletes are never permitted to stay home and "rest up" before or after an activity. The principal may grant
exceptions to this rule in advance on individual cases and any extenuating
circumstances.

STATE OF OHIO ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTSFOR H.S. STUDENTS

The O.H.S.A.A. requires a student to pass five (5) credits the proceeding nine (9) weeks to be eligible for
athletics. A year course that is worth one (1) credit counts as one (1) credit. A semester course that is worth
one-half credits counts as one (1) credit for eigibility purposes only. Student athletes should schedule more
than the minimum course requirements to insure eligibility, should a class failure occur.

(Note: Real Life Sports, Total Fitness and Physical Education only count as 1/2 credit toward eligibility.
Therefore a student-athl ete taking one of these 3 courses must be enrolled in at least six (6) classesto be
eligible.)



TESTING SCHEDULE

Rootstown High School provides a full range of mandated and non-mandated tests to help parents and
students gather information about the overall progress of academic ability and aptitude. Composite results
of testing are used by our high school staff to make improvements and adjustmentsin the curriculum. If
you have any specific questions about the testing program, please contact the Guidance and Counseling
Center.

ACT/SAT are administered to Grades 9-12 on National Test Dates (Saturdays) throughout the year. The
ACT & SAT may betaken at various schools and institutions close to the participating
residences.

Registration packets for ACT, SAT, PSAT, & PLAN are availablein the Guidance & Counseling Center.

ACT offers a 30-minute Writing Test as an optional component to the ACT Assessment.

It is highly recommended to completed this portion of the test.

Post Secondary institutions decide whether or not to require the ACT Writing Test for admissions and/or
course placement purposes.

Report cards received during each quarter will indicate only the grade point average for that particular
grading period. It will not be an accurate representation of a cumulative record. Grade point averages are
accurate only at the conclusion of the semester.

Any high school course work taken below ninth grade for high school credit will count towards graduation
requirements as well as count towards the student's high school cumulative grade point average at the
discretion of the high school principal and high school counselor.

INCOMPLETES
An"Incomplete” is given in a situation where an extension is granted to a student by the instructor due to
extenuating circumstances.

Incompletes are to be completed within two weeks of the last day of the grading period. Incompletes
running beyond this period of time will be recorded as"F," unless granted a
further extension by the principal.

HONOR ROLL

The Honor Rall is established for eligible students from Rootstown High School. Students attending
Maplewood must meet the criteria established by Maplewood. Rootstown students earning a 3.0 grade
point average will be listed on the Honor Rall for the completed grading period. Students earning a 3.5
grade point average will be listed on the Distinguished Student Honor Roll.

OUTSIDE CREDIT RECOGNITION
Students may receive credit for coursesother than those completed at
Rootstown or M aplewood under the following conditions:

HOME EDUCATED STUDENTS

1. Applications for Home Education must be made through the County Board of Education.
2. Those approved and excused from attendance at the school will be withdrawn from enrollment in
Rootstown High School during the period of Home Education.

3. Home Educated students will be eligible to participate in any of the pupil services,
programs, or activities of Rootstown High School including:

a. attendance at Rootstown School on a part-time basis,

b. participation in school sponsored athletic programs or teams. Thisisin

accordance with Ohio High School Athletic Association eligibility.

C. participation in school sponsored co-curricular activities or programs.

4. Parents' decision to home-educate their children serves to waive all rights that the child has
to a state sponsored education.

HOME EDUCATED STUDENT PLACEMENT

A team will be established to review the matters request and make a decision as to the proper placement of
the home-educated student. The team will be made up of the building principal, building counselor, and
supervisor of special services. Placement into a grade and subject will be made

according to:

1) age appropriateness;

2) results of the material requested and provided by the parent; and
3) other evaluation information deemed necessary by the district.
Temporary placement may be assigned until all evidence of academic achievement has been
reviewed. Temporary placement will not exceed nine (9) weeks.
The following may be requested for review:

1. Submit a portfolio of work done for each class taken

2. Example of tests and test scores

3. List of resources and books used in the class

4. Standardized test scores demonstrating the student's ability

5. Course of study for each class

6. Number of hours devoted to each class
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7. Four (4) week advance notice to review assessment report and make proper

grade and subject placement

8. Student may only enroll at the beginning of each semester.

9. All home education courses will be given a pass/fail grade, and credit assigned

according to the Rootstown High School Course of Study

10. All students graduating from this school must pass either the 9th grade proficiency test or the 10th
grade OGT test.

11. Transcript will denote pass/fail.

12. GPA will only be established for award purposes and National Honor Society after two (2) consecutive
semesters of attendance at the high school prior to the second semester of the student's senior year.

CREDIT RECOVERY COURSES

All courses taken beyond typical school hours or at alternate |ocations must first be approved through the
Guidance and Counseling Center in order to receive credit toward high school graduation.

SUMMER SCHOOLSAND/OR EVENING SCHOOL

Approval will be given only for courses not offered at Rootstown or for make-up work necessary to meet
graduation requirements. Students must have official transcript of approved courses sent to Rootstown
upon completion of the course. A student who fails arequired class may take a class in summer school,
evening school, correspondence or online to make up the credit that is required.

HOME INSTRUCTION

For the purpose of an extended period of illness, students and parents may apply to the school principal for
approved home instruction. At thistime, the principal, school counselor, and school psychologist will
determine the services needed and establish an appropriate temporary grading scale for that student.

RECORDS REL EASE: In order to release student records, a Records Release Form must be completed
and signed by a parent, guardian or the student if he/sheis 18 or over. A separate Records Release Form
must be completed for each request and/or address. Only the records indicated on the Records Release
Form will be sent.

TRANSCRIPTS: Beginning with the first semester after graduation, students will be charged a fee of
$2.00 for each transcript sent.

RETAKING A COURSE: A student may re-take a course in any class where a"C" or lower has been
earned with the approval of the school counselor. The highest grade a student may receive for aclass
retaken shall be a"B." The higher grade is calculated into the grade point average.

Classes may only be retaken the semester directly proceeding the semester in which the course to be
retaken was initially completed. If the course is not offered the proceeding semester, the student may be
approved to retake the course the next time the course is offered.

OHIO'S POST SECONDARY OPTIONS ACT allows high school studentsto enroll full or part-time at
approved public colleges, universities, or technical schoolsin Ohio. The Act has atwo-fold purpose - 1.)
To promote rigorous educational pursuits, and 2.) To provide awide variety of enrichment options for
students.

Any high school student, who meets the criteria, may enroll either full-time or part-timein courses at an
eligible post-secondary institution. A student may choose to take post-secondary courses for high school
and college credit.

Within the Post Secondary Plan:

-tuition, fees and required textbooks are provided

-a student may schedule up to sixteen (16) semester hours per semester as

approved by the university

-course credit that is accumulated may be transferred to other post secondary

institutions according to the transfer of credit guidelines of the universities

involved.

A careful study and review of any post-secondary enrollment plan is necessary to be certain that selected
courses meet high school curriculum and credit requirements.

APPLICATION PROCESS:

-A student must notify the high school prior to March 1st of the current school year of intent to participate
in the program during the following school year.

-Contact the high school counselor to arrange a conference to discuss planned post- secondary courses and
how the courses comply with high school requirements.

-Complete and sign appropriate forms. A parent signature is required for students under the age of 18.
-Contact an admissions officer at the post-secondary institution. Additional forms and information may be
required. The post-secondary institution determines acceptance.

Acceptance is not automatic. The post-secondary institution will review a student's application and render a
decision on acceptance. The post-secondary institution may have specific enrollment requirements. The
requirements may include prerequisite courses, certain scores on PSAT, SAT or ACT tests, GPA and other
evaluation procedures to determine competency.

The application process is completed only twice during the school year. The deadline for appli-

cation is March 15 for the fall semester and Oct. 15 for the spring semester. The only exception isfor
students transferring in from another state or later dates assigned by the higher education institution.
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CAREER PASSPORT

All seniors leaving Rootstown High School will have a Career Passport to assist them with their transition
from high school to further endeavors.

Preparing the Passport will begin in grade 8 with annual evaluationsin grade 9,10,11 and 12. Through the
language arts classes the document will be finalized during the third 9-week period of the senior year.

The Passport will include aletter of verification from the school system, aresume, a career narrative, letters
of recommendations, and alist of student accomplishments.

OHIO GRADUATION TESTSAND DIPLOMAS

STATE HIGH SCHOOL PROFICIENCY TESTS: Students intending to graduate with a Rootstown High
School diploma must meet the Rootstown High School graduation requirements and pass al five (5)parts of
the Ohio Graduation Test to earn adiploma. A student who does not successfully complete one or more
parts of the Ohio Graduation Test or who does not meet Rootstown High School graduation requirements
will not receive a diploma or participate in the graduation activities.

All students must take the test. Only students will an Individual Education Program may be exempt from
having to pass various portions of the Ohio Graduation Test, as determined by the | EP team.
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DIPLOMA OF HONORS
The student who compl etes the college preparatory curriculum in high school must meet any eight (8) of
the following nine (9) criteria
1. Earnfour (4) units of English
2. Earnthree (3) units of Mathematics that include Algebral, Algebrall,
and geometry or complete a three-year sequence of courses that contain equivalent content.
3. Earnthree (3) units of Science that include instructional emphasis on the
physical, life, earth and space sciences.
4. Earnthree (3) units of Social Studies
5. Earn either three (3) units of one Foreign Language or two (2) units each of
two (2) Foreign Languages.
6. Earnone (1) unit of Fine Arts
7. Earn either one (1) unit of Business/Technology and two (2) additional
unitsin (@) through (f) above or earn three (3) additional unitsin (a) through (f.) above
8. Maintain an overall high school GPA of at least 3.5 on a4.0 scale up to the last grading period of the
senior year.
9. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the American College Test (ACT) or an equivalent composite score
on the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT).

VOCATIONAL SCHOOL DIPLOMA OF HONORS
Beginning September 15, 2001, the student who completes an intensive career-technical
education curriculum in the high school must meet any nine (9) of the following (10)

2. Earnthree (3) units of Mathematics which should include Algebra and Geometry or a

5. Earntwo (2) units of a Foreign Language; or two (2) units of Business/'Technology;
or one (1) unit of each
6. Earnthree (3) unitsin the student's career-technical education curriculum
7. Earntwo (2) additional unitsin (&) through (f) above, or in Fine Arts.
8. Maintain an overall High School Grade Point Average of at least 3.5 on a4.0 point grade
scale up to the last grading period of the Senior year.
9. Complete a Career Passport that reflects achievement of the occupational proficiency benchmark
established for the Ohio Vocational Competency Assessment or the equivalent.
10. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT tests or an equivalent composite score on the Scholastic
Assessment Test (SAT).

FOOD & FITNESS 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #5050 - German 1-1 - $15.00 FEE REQUIRED

Course #5051 - German 1-2

some culture. There will be poems, songs, and short stories to be spoken and learned. This course is geared
to the college-bound student who has a good fundamental backgroundin English grammar. Pre-Requisite:

GERMAN 21 Year 1 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #5052 - German 2-1

Course #5053 - German 2-2

Continuation of grammar and vocabulary with emphasis on expanding vocabulary in written and visual
form. A basic study of German geography, culture, and customs will be discussed. More emphasisis placed
on creativity and comprehension, with monthly projects or reports.

PRE-ALGEBRA 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 9-10

Course #9135 - 1st Semester

A scientific calculator isrequired, and the T1-83 o T1-84 graphing calculator is strongly
recommended.

ALGEBRA | 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 9-12

Course #9025 - 1st Semester

Course #9026 - 2nd Semester

This course will cover topics previously explored in Pre-Algebra. Further emphasis

will be placed on algebra asit applies to statistics, geometry, and probability. An intense focus
will be placed on the study of graphing as it appliesto the study of functions. A T1-83 or
T1-84 graphing calculator is required. Pre-requisite: Pre-Algebra

GEOMETRY 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 9-12

Course #9027 - 1st Semester

Course #9028 - 2nd Semester

This course reviews the concepts previously studied in algebra | and integrates them into the study of
geometry. Emphasisis placed upon the study of algebraic coordinates as it appliesto the study of two and
three-dimensional geometry and the student of transformations of data.

Students will need to purchase a protractor, ruler (inches and centimeters), and a compass.

A TI-83 or TI1-84 graphing calculator is required. Pre-requisite: Algebral

ALGEBRA Il 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 9-12

Course #9029 - 1st Semester

Course #9030 - 2nd Semester

This course is a comprehensive coverage of advanced algebra topics with an integrated review of geometry.
Graphing of functions will be emphasized as they apply to real life modeling. Topics from statistics will
also beintegrated into this course.

of geometry. Graphing of functions will be emphasized as they apply to real life modeling.

The topics of statistics, trigonometry, and factoring will also be integrated into this course. A T1-83 or TlI-
84 graphing calculator recommended. Pre-requisite: Geometry.

REAL WORLD MATH 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #9040 - 1ST SEMESTER ONLY

Thisisaunique course that focuses on problem solving techniques as they apply to real world problems.
The use of technology, such as power point, will be integrated into the course work. There will be a strong
emphasis on collaborative group work. Grades will be based upon uniqueness and thoroughness of student
work, cooperation with the group and class presentations. THIS COURSE WILL NOT COUNT TOWARD
THE MATH REQUIREMENT FOR GRADUATION. Pre-requisite: Algebrall or Algebrall with Trig and
teacher recommendation.
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FUNCTIONS,STATSTRIG. 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #9031 - 1st Semester

Course #9032 - 2nd Semester

This course integrates previous courses into a thorough coverage of statistics, probability and trigonometry.
Emphasisis placed upon rea life modeling. Outside of class group projects will be required. A T1-83 or Tl-
84 graphing calculator is required.

Pre-requisite: Algebrall or Algebrall with Trig

AP PREP 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #9039 - 2ND SEMESTER ONLY

This course is offered in the spring semester only for those students who wish to take AP

Calculus the following year but have not previously taken pre-calculus. Students must be simultaneously
enrolled in FST. The course is designed to supplement the FST curriculum in preparation for AP work.
Topics covered include two and three-dimensional vectors, para-

metric equations, advanced trigonometry and advanced factoring techniques. A T1-83 or

T1-84 graphing calculator isrequired. THIS COURSE WILL NOT COUNT TOWARD THE MATH
REQUIREMENT FOR GRADUATION. Pre-requisite; A grade of "C" or higher in the 1st semester

of FST.

PRE-CALCULUS1 Year 1 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #9020 - 1st Semester

Course #9021 - 2nd Semester

This course lays the groundwork for the successful study of Calculus. Focusis on the advanced study of
functions, trigonometry and limits. Vectors, parametric equations, and

factoring are also covered. A T1-83 or T1-84 graphing calculator is required.

A.P. CALCULUS1 Year 1 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #9022 - 1st Semester

Course #9023 - 2nd Semester

This course isintended for students who have a thorough knowledge of college preparatory mathematics
including algebra, axiomatic geometry, trigonometry, and analytical geometry.

C.B.I.P. 1 Year 3 Credits Grades 9-10

Course Description: The program is designed for 14 and 15 year-olds. The Career Based Intervention
Program (C.B.1.P.) emphasizes: 1) the individua student's needs and goals, 2) paid supervised work
experiences, and 3) a planned career exploration program. Students enrolled in a C.B.I.P. program are also
enrolled in all required courses necessary to fulfill graduation requirements. The C.B.I.P.. programisa
means of helping students move successfully towards graduation through either an academic or vocational
education program.

FEE REQUIRED: $20.00 if PPIC Grant is not awarded.

GRADES11& 12
CAREER BASED INTERVENTION PROGRAM - CBIP

C.B.I.P. 1 Year 4 Credits Grades 11-12

The program is designed to help students make informed career choices by providing them with the
opportunity to attend Rootstown High School for part of the day and spend the other part exploring the
World of Work through actual on-the-job experience.

Students examine careers from 12 occupational groupings and receive career guidance in choosing their
future careers. Decision-making and practical adult survival skills are also emphasized. Students receive an
English credit towards their graduation requirement.

Students may receive up to four (4) elective credits applicable to graduation. In order to be accepted into
C.B.I.P. students must complete an application available in the guidance office and be interviewed by the
C.B.I.P. teacher. Thereis a course fee that helps pay for membership in the Career Club, Employer-
Employee Awards and some classroom material.

Personal transportation to and from school to the job station is a must.

Students must be 16 by September to qualify.

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PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND HEALTH

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 1 Semester 1/4 Credit Grades 9 - 10

Course #3000 - Required for Graduation

This course will meet once a day for the entire semester. Students will experience a wide variety of
physical activitiesthat will include fitness, individual and team sports.

Student will also be responsible for understanding history, rules and concepts involved in a variety of
sports. Full participation will be required.

Students are required to dress appropriately (shorts, t-shirts, warm-ups, tennis shoes, etc.) each and every
day. A student may be excused for an injury up to four (4) weeks. During class time missed, the student
will be required to do write a series of reportsto receive credit. After four weeks, the student will retake
course.

HEAL TH 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 10-12

Course #3003

One semester of credit of Health isrequired of all Sophomores. Classes are co-ed and cover a variety of
topicsincluding: nutrition, personal health, physical fitness, alcohol, tobacco and drugs, disease and first
aid.

TOTAL FITNESS1 Semester 1/4 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #3005

This course will focus on improving the overall fitness of the student. Emphasisin classwill be on
improving strength, endurance and flexibility. Students will also be responsible for knowing various
components of fitness and the body.

Students will participate in strength training, stretching techniques, spotting, various

endurance activities and other fitness activities to improve the body. Students are required to dress
appropriately (shorts, t-shirts, warm-ups, tennis shoes, etc.) every day.

Pre-Requisite - 1 semester of Physical Education and 1 semester of Health

PAC (PLYOMETRICS &

CONDITIONING 1 Semester 1/4 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #3001

This course is designed to further advance studentsin physical ability using a variety of plyometrics and
conditioning methods. Each student will be tested in a variety of areas, then train over the course of the
semester and then be retested to see improvements based on earlier tests. Students will be encouraged to
assist in the lessons when their skills and knowledge is appropriate. PARTICIPANTS OF THIS CLASS
MUST BE INVOLVED IN A VARSITY SPORT AND OF LEAST JUNIOR STANDING. This class will
only be a semester long. Thisis not aweightlifting class.

FOOD & FITNESS 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #8514 - FEE REQUIRED

Classtime will be divided between preparing and eating healthy foods that taste great....and
exploring lifetime physical fitness and wellness. Classes will take place in both the foods lab
and the gymnasium.

Pre-Requisite - 1 semester of afood class (Contemporary, Gourmet or Nutrition & Wellness)
AND 1 semester of Physical Education.

ADAPTIVE P.E. 1 Semester 1/4 Credit Grades 9-12

Course #1505 - Adaptive PE 9 - Course #1506 - Adaptive PE 10

Physical education for the exceptional child shall be modified and individualized to the extent that each
student will have the opportunity to reach the optimum level of physical, mental, social and emotional
potential.
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SCIENCE

In an effort to meet the Ohio Science M odel mandated by the Ohio Department of

Education, aswell as meeting the current and future technological needs of our

students, the Science Department at Rootstown High School has reorganized all of its course
offerings. We will continue to reor ganize as each successive class moves on, until each grade level
meets the mandated changes.

INTEGRATED SCIENCE 91 Year 1 Credit Grades 9-10

Course #9100 - 1st Semester - Fee Required

Course #9101 - 2nd Semester

This course will teach the Academic Content Standards reguired by the Ohio Department of
Education. The students will study concepts related to Physical Sciences, Earth & Space
Sciences using scientific inquiry and technology. The students will also study charts, graphs,
collect data, and test physical and/or mathematical models.

BIOLOGY 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 10-11

Course #9102 - 1st Semester - Fee Required - Pre-Requisite: Integrated Science 9

Course #9103 - 2nd Semester

This course will cover the Biological Standards required by the Ohio Department of Education.
Through hands-on labs and lectures students will gain an understanding of living systems,
heredity, evolution, cells and specie diversity.

HONORSBIOLOGY 1 Year 1 Credit Grade 9

Course #9104 - 1st Semester - Fee Required

Course #9105 - 2nd Semester

This course will take an in-depth look at biological concepts, including cellular biology,
genetics, changes through time, ecology, and interdependence of life.

Must maintain a"B" average through-out the year to remain in the class.

Pre-Reguisite: "A/B" average in 8th grade science and math. 3 teacher recommendations
(2 of which are science and math). Class limit of 24 students.

ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #9114 - Pre-Requisites: Science 9, Biology

This course is designed for the student interested in understanding the structure and function
of organsin humans. The course is recommended in biological, medical or health careers.

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #9115 - Prerequisites: Science 9, Biology

The purpose of this course it to make the average citizen aware of current environmental issues, man's
effort upon the environment, and what can be done to reduce that impact upon the earth. The course will
include an overview of topics such as basic ecological principles, acid rain, species extinction, and the
effects of air pollution, as well as others.
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MARINE (AQUATIC) BIOLOGY 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #9116 - Pre-Requisites: Science 9, Biology

This course examines the ecology of marine and brackish water systems. The course provides an overview
of oceanography, ecology and biology.
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EXPLORING YOUR WORLD 1 Year 1 Credit Grade 10-12

Course #9106 - 1st Semester - Fee Required Course #9107 - 2nd Semester

Experience various fields of science through hands-on experimentation, activities, and field trips.
Throughout the year the course will create connections between science field, careers and real world issues.
Science field will include:

Forensic Science - Examine the science of crime scene investigation. You will learn how

to solve various crimes just like the professionals.

Entomology - Explore the insect world and al its wonder. L earn how insects impact our

world and the vital rolesthey play in our ecosystem.

Comparative Anatomy - Discover the animal kingdom and learn how organisms function

and survive in their environment. This section will include dissection.

Brainson Science - Learn about the world of physics and simple machines. Y ou will

complete a hands-on project that will allow you to explore how simple machines work to
complete various tasks.

Pre-Requisite - Biology or Honors Biology

CHEMISTRY 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 10-12

Course #9108 - 1st Semester - Fee Required

Course #9109 - 2nd Semester

This course is an introduction to chemistry. Instruction is at alevel for the general student but a conscious
effort is made to provide a solid background for students who may need it in college. Laboratory
experiments are done to reinforce principles learned in class.

Pre-Requisite - "C" or higher in Algebra and Biology

PHYSICS1 Year 1 Credit Grade 11-12

Course #9110 - 1st Semester - Fee Required

Course #9111 - 2nd Semester

This course is an introduction to the basic principles of motion and the causes of motion. There is heavy
emphasis on problem solving and analytical thinking. Laboratory experiments are done to aid the student in
understanding the basic principles of motion.

Pre-Requisite - "C" or higher in Algebrall and Chemistry

AP CHEMISTRY 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 11-12

Course #9112 - 1st Semester

Course #9113 - 2nd Semester

This course presents chemistry at about the same level of difficulty asthat of afirst semester college
chemistry class. In addition to more thorough discussion of topics covered in the regular chemistry class,
more emphasis will be placed on electrochemistry, chemical kinetics, chemical equilibrium, and
thermochemistry. This course should be attempted only by those students who have achieved at a high level
in previous science and math courses.

Pre-Requisite - Chemistry

Students are required to take the A.P. examination. The cost of the exam is the responsibility

of the student.

BASIC SCIENCE 1 Year 1 Credit

Course #1511 - 1st Semester - Permission only

Course #1512 - 2nd Semester -Permission only

This course includes the study of consumer awareness, plants, animals and the functions of the human
body.

WORLD HISTORY | 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 9

Course #8001 - Required for OGT preparation.

A survey of World historical and chronological events from 1750 to the present,
including a Current Events format.

WORLD HISTORY |l 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 9

Course #8002 - Required for OGH preparation.

A continuation of World historical and chronological events from 1750 to the present,
including a Current Events format.

U.S. History Il 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 10
Course #8003 - Required for OGT preparation.
A general survey of U.S. historical and chronological events from 1919 to 1945.

U.S. History IV 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 10
Course #8004 - Required for OGT preparation.
A general survey of U.S. historical and chronological events from 1945 to present.

AP U.S History 1 Year 1 Credit Grades 11 & 12

Course #8014 - *Offered every other year. Next offered 2007-2008 school year.*

Thisisan elective course that follows a prescribed curriculum in order to prepare students for the AP
History test in May. From the discovery of the "New World" it culminates at the present day. Thisisa
rigorous and challenging course intended to be similar to a college course.

It involves extensive reading of primary and secondary sources. Excellent writing skills are a must for
success in this class. With a passing grade on the AP Test a student may receive college

credit. STUDENT WILL BE REQUIRED TO TAKE THE AP HISTORY TEST AT THEIR EXPENSE
(APPROX. $80.00)

AMERICAN POLITICAL 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 12

BEHAVIOR

Course #8010 (This courseis arequirement if you do not take Government 8011.)

Thisisan in-depth study of government at all levels. Advanced reading, case studies and involvement in
governmental techniques will be stressed. This class is suggested for the college-bound student or those
above average students interested in accelerated inquiry.

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 12

Course #8011 (This courseis arequirement if you do not take Politics 8010.)

A general survey course covering the basics of national, state and local governments. In this class the
student should become aware of the fundamental and practical purposes of government and how they apply
to theindividual in his everyday life. It will include voter registration and other activities.

MONEY MANAGEMENT 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 12

Course #8012 (A Senior requirement if 8013 is not taken.)

In this course, students will have the opportunity to work on the economics of banking, investments, credit,
insurance, income and other taxes with emphasis toward practical application.

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PSYCHOL OGY 1 Semester 1/2 Credit Grade 12

Course #8013 (A Senior requirement is 8012 is not taken.)

This course offers the student an opportunity to examine hisher own behavior and the behavior of this
society. It offers background of the study and development of human behavior with a special emphasis
upon the development of personality, mental health and what is acceptable within our present day society.
This course would be very helpful for students going on to college.

(BILL OF RIGHTYS)

Course #8017 - 1st Semester
